·Capable of dividing and renewing 

themselves for long periods

·Can become bone, muscle, cartilage and 

other specialized types of cells, 

·Potential to treat many diseases, including 

Parkinson's, Alzheimer's, diabetes and 

cancer.



Four Types of Stem Cells

·Embryonic stem cells - Stem cells 

taken from human embryos 

·Fetal stem cells - Stem cells taken from 

aborted fetal tissue 

·Umbilical stem cells - Stem cells take 

from umbilical cords 

·Adult stem cells - Stem cells taken 

from adult tissue
